PROCEDURE – BIKING TO SCHOOL

GUIDELINES:
1) The Board of Trustees discourages children less than 10 years of age from riding to school. 

If children do choose to bike to school it is expected that all cycles used by children to ride to school should comply with legal requirements and are safe to ride i.e.

Two efficient brakes, one on each wheel

A red or amber reflector of 35cm area, all of the area to be facing rearward

Amber pedal reflectors 

All children riding to school will wear an approved helmet that is correctly fitted.   

2) Should parents choose to allow children to bike to school, it will be made clear to them that their children are their responsibility from the school gate. 
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
