PROCEDURE  - HOMEWORK

RATIONALE: 

Homework is set to reinforce class programmes and establish positive learning habits. 

GUIDELINES:
1)  The purpose of homework is to:

a) teach a child to be well organised and take responsibility for their own learning;

b) foster a love of reading;

c) develop self-researching skills and motivation to find out more;

d) give parents the opportunity to support,  encourage and be involved with the child in the learning programme. Ownership of the programme remains with the child;

2)  All children will be encouraged to complete set homework on a regular basis. This is at the teacher’s discretion.

3)  Homework should always be relevant to the child’s level.

4)  Older children will be encouraged to research topics and to extend the work of the classroom. This could involve the use of family-held resources, local public library, and or world wide web (www.).

5)  Where appropriate children will be set reading tasks to reinforce or extend the   structural reading programme within the school.

6) All homework set, will be marked, or responded to.

7) A parent’s written explanation for homework tasks not completed will be accepted.

NE up and including year 2 students – up to 20 minutes per night. 


Year 3 and 4 up to 20 – 30 minutes per night  


Year 5 and 6 up to 30 minutes per night 


Year 7 and 8 up to 35-45 minutes per night
