PROCEDURE  - Physical Restraint
GUIDELINES:
1. Physical restraint can be used by the principal, teachers or other authorised staff members. 
2. Physical restraint can be used in situations where: 

· Staff reasonably believe that there is a serious and imminent risk to the safety of the student or any other person.

·  The restraint used is reasonable and proportionate to the circumstances.

3. Parents must be notified immediately following the incident.

4. The Board of Trustees will be notified that an incident occurred where physical restraint was needed.

5. An incident form  for the MOE will be completed following the incident.
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
