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HEALTH AND SAFETY

PROCEDURE –   Playground Supervision
GUIDELINES

1) Ensure that all pupils feel happy, safe and secure in their playground environment.

2) Ensure that all staff are aware of the school’s procedures and requirements of playground supervision.

3) Establish a sense of pride and care for the school environment by ensuring that grounds are litter free and tidy.

4) The Principal will organise a duty roster at the beginning of each term and supply each staff member with a copy.

5) Morning duties commence at 8.30am. Afternoon duties cease at 3.30pm.

6) Duty staff will implement the “School Steps Programme” consistently for Playground Discipline.

7) All students who have not been on Steps Board during the term will take part in the end of term treat. Children who have been on the Steps Board will be supervised in a classroom.

8) Staff are responsible for attending to any accidents or injuries while on duty.

9) Relieving teachers are required to fulfil duty obligations of the teacher they are relieving.

10) Bus duty involves supervising the departure of bus pupils, and all pedestrians who cross Owen Street.
