PROCEDURE –   Playground and School Grounds
GUIDELINES

The Board is responsible for designing, building and caring for the playground and playground equipment, and is funded for this through operational funding and the 5YA.

The design and maintenance of play areas and playground surfacing is covered by the Standards issued by Standards New Zealand. It is a Ministry requirement that school playgrounds meet these Standards. 
During the normal school day, it is expected that playground use will be supervised, generally by teaching staff. Outside school hours or at any other time, Boards are not responsible for the supervision of people who come onto the school grounds without its express consent.
Hazards within the playground may be identified 

· Through general observations made by staff, parents, and pupils 

· As a result of a routine inspection of the playground and equipment by the BOT member responsible for Property

· As a result of an incident that may have caused harm or might have harmed members of the Tikokino School.
