3) Certificates for classroom achievements. Each classroom teacher will need to choose students who have achieved at a high level of academic excellence. Teachers are asked to cite one or two clear examples of this on the certificate or when handing out each certificate. 

4) The Board chairperson and principal will deliver in summary, the highlights and success’ of the year. An outline of specific annual goals achieved could be shared with the wider in a creative manner. 

5) The Board will ensure that support is given to support staff at this function. The board chairperson and principal will delegate specific duties to ensure the smooth running of the event. Prize giving is a major PR event. The responsibility of this event is to be equally shared between the Board of Trustees and teaching staff. 
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
