2. Most planning will be contained in the teacher’s planning diary.

    Unit Plans will be kept in a unit plan folder and will contain:

· dates

· achievement objectives

· learning intentions

· success criteria that will assist in establishing the degree to which learning intentions have been achieved

· identification of individual learning needs.
 3. Targeted students will have their own individualised planning targeting their specific 

      needs and will be monitored more closely to achieve accelerated progress.
 4.  All staff will be expected to complete a Long Term Plan each term,

      (one copy to the Principal) which provides a balanced programme.

 5. There is a set planning form available to use - Tikokino School Unit Planner.

 6. Evaluations are to be included in planning including teacher reflection.

 7. All teachers should be able to discuss their planning and learning and this will be
     included as evidence for the Registered Teacher Criteria and contained in the Teachers
     Portfolio.
