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CURRICULUM

PROCEDURE  - PUPIL PLACEMENT

GUIDELINES:
1)  
A schools’ primary task is to ensure that all children are experiencing successful results. In order to achieve this, the actual placement of pupils into a new class / grouping requires careful consideration of the intellectual, social and emotional development of each individual child.

2) 
Pupil placement will ensure that all pupils are placed in class or other groupings to access successful learning results. Mainstreaming of children with physical or educational disadvantages will occur through part or all of the day.

3) 
The Board of Trustees recognises that placement of pupils into class groups is the professional task of the Principal and staff. The Principal, and staff, are guided by charter requirements, goals and objectives.

4)
The Principal will prepare preliminary class lists at the end of the year prior to the next school year. The Principal will discuss preliminary class lists prior to these being finalised. The Principal may make any changes to these lists that he / she feels may be necessary.

5)
Parents are to be consulted if there is any doubt regarding promotion or placement. This parent / caregiver’s meeting will involve the Principal and / or teacher concerned.

6)
Movement between classrooms during the teaching year will be discouraged. The Junior / NE classroom will begin the teaching year with a roll that will accommodate the projected enrolment of NE.

7)
It is ideal to have a junior classroom with a roll of no more than 20. Should the classroom number rise then the Principal in consultation with the junior teacher would assess children for the possibility of placement into the next class grouping.

8)
Retention of pupils at the same class level will only occur after the closest consideration and consultation of parents.
