PROCEDURE  - CLASSROOM RELEASE TIME (CRT) 

GUIDELINES:
1) The NZEI contract teachers allows for 2 days release per term, 10 hours per term (2005). This release time will need to be focused time and planned accordingly. Teachers will need to keep a record of what was carried out on their release days for the purpose of accountability. It would be encouraged that specific goals are set out prior to the release days so that this time is used effectively. 

2) CRT (Classroom release time) can include the following type of activities – professional readings, appraisal focus, school wide professional development focus or individual focus, planning preparation and student assessment.  

3) Teachers are expected to be on site for this time, however in some circumstances where teachers maybe visiting schools or pursuing other professional providers allowances of off site work can be negotiated with the principal. 

4) The Principal and teacher will negotiate when this time will be taken so that it doesn’t adversely affect the running of the school.
5) This may be taken as a part day while a specialist teacher is working with the students and releases the classroom teacher for that period.
