PROCEDURE – SPARC RURAL TRAVEL FUND 
CHB District Council and Sport NZ have jointly provided a fund called the Rural Travel Fund.
Application for the rural travel fund is open to rural sports clubs and rural school teams with young people aged between 5 and 19 years who require subsidies to assist with transport expenses to local sporting competitions. Travel to regional or national events are excluded. Travel to sport practices with other schools during the week is also excluded.

Definition: School Club team 

“A school club team participating in local sport competition in weekends, that excludes interschool and intra school competitions played during school time”

Examples of eligible expenses include petrol costs and vehicle rentals.

GUIDELINES:
1) Applications to Sport NZ Rural Travel Fund close early in the year and are made to the CHB District Council.
2) In past years the applications have been made for petrol vouchers that are distributed to those parents who provide transport for children to Saturday morning and after school sporting competitions.
3) The applications are based on the number of children participating, cars required to transport children, the length of the season, and the distance travelled. Sports involved based on the previous year were cricket and tennis, soccer, rugby, hockey and netball, miniball, and triathlon. 

To distribute this fund the total number of children playing competition sport who have paid their sport fees will be worked out – one sport equates to one unit. 
4) Petrol vouchers to be distributed based on this value.
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
