LEGISLATION 

PROCEDURE  - School Bus Transport
GUIDELINES:
1) To ensure the safety of all pupils, the school will appoint a “Bus Controller” who will liaise between parents, contractor Service Centre and school.

2) The Bus Controller will consult with the Ministry of Transport regarding relevant regulations and provide the necessary reports to the Government, Ministry of Education, School Support and Contractor as required.

3) The rules and regulations for bus transport assistance are set by the Education Act 1989. Guidelines are listed in the School Transport Toolkit.
4) School Support administers the service in contract to the Ministry of Education. The final decision regarding changes, extension, etc rest with their office.

5) Procedures and routes pertaining to the bus service are to be held in the office.

6) The School Bus Controller (Principal) will negotiate with the Service Centre over any changes to be made to the existing schedule.

7) Eligible pupils are those who are:

a) Year 1 to 8 and live more than 3.2kms away from the nearest school;

b) disadvantaged through physical disability.

8) Eligible pupils are normally required to make their own way up to 1.6km to the bus stop. (Note that students must be transported more than 2.4 kilometres to the school bus stop or to school to be eligible for a conveyance allowance.)

9) The Bus Monitors will be trained on an annual basis by the Police Education Officer.

10) The Board of Trustees take the view that final responsibility for acceptable conduct of pupils on the bus rests with parents. The Board has the right to withdraw any child from the service who continually offends. This applies also to those attending Technology classes.

11)  Parents, under certain circumstances may pay for an extension to the existing route. This payment is negotiated first with the local contractor. Final approval rests with School Support. The school must be informed of any alterations. 

12) “Courtesy” transport is just for Tikokino School students and is acceptable only with the approval of the bus controller. In the event of an accident, the school staff, B.O.T, School Support, and the Ministry of Education are in no way liable for any ensuing parental action. Parents are to negotiate directly with the bus controller re courtesy rides. The bus driver must be informed also.

13) This procedure needs to be read in conjunction with NAG 5 Bus Safety.
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
