PROCEDURE  - SCHOOL CAMPS

GUIDELINES:
1)  
The purpose of school camps is to:

a) provide a balanced range of activities that will enhance the learning of all children;

b) develop the skills and abilities needed to move with safety and confidence in urban, rural, and wilderness settings;

c) provide opportunities for enjoyment, recreation, adventure and challenge.

2)  
EOTC will occur for all levels in the school on a biennial basis.


Juniors – One night camp at school

Middle
- OIne night Camp

Senior – Distance camp venue.

3)
The Board of Trustees will provide an amount of money towards the activity week and the senior camp if the budget allows.

4) 
Students will, where applicable, share in the planning / organisation of  camp activities, and fundraising activities.

5)
Approval for all camps must be obtained from the Principal and Board of Trustees.

6) 
A Tikokino School Camp Information Form and RAM must be completed and submitted to the Principal and Board of Trustees at the initial stage of the camp planning.

7)
Each child must complete a Tikokino School Camp Consent form and a Tikokino School Health form prior to camp. Teachers must carry a copy of this with them at all times.

8)
An adequate adult / pupil ratio (one to five) should be maintained throughout the trip. This is a minimum ratio and will often need to be more than 1:5  as per Safety Action Plan details (back).

9)
Organise a meeting with parents to provide details of:

· programme

· organisation

· parental help required

· transport 

10)
All staff are to pre-visit and be familiar with the camp and its activities.

11)
Provide adequate coverage for First Aid requirements in the form of personnel and equipment.
