LEGISLATION 

PROCEDURE  - School House Tenancy
GUIDELINES:
1) Tikokino School Board of Trustees owns one house which is available to be rented by staff. 

2) The Principal has the first option of renting the school house followed by teaching staff and ancillary staff.

3) If the house is not rented to staff the Board of Trustees may choose to rent to an outside tenant.

4) The rent for the Principal and staff is set by the Ministry, is reviewed annually and any changes will be advised to the Board for implementation. Rent to be charged to other tenants is at the Board’s discretion. All rent money is paid into the Board of Trustees Imprest account on a fortnightly basis by automatic payment.

5) All tenancy queries should be directed to the Chairperson of the Board of Trustees.

6) As the owner and landlord of the schoolhouse the board will be responsible for all the property management functions, including collecting rent, lodging bonds, payment of local authority rates, arranging and paying maintenance costs and insurance, and keeping full rental histories. 

7) It is expected that the rental income will be used on maintenance and other costs relating to the house, and where there is a surplus it could be put towards other priorities, or accrued for use in upgrading the property.

8) Depreciation is required to be set aside for future capital / maintenance works.

9) A tenancy agreement is to be signed for each new tenant.
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
