PROCEDURE – Weed Spraying
GUIDELINES:

1. Spraying needs to happen during each school holidays. During the Christmas holiday spraying needs to happen early January so that weeds have died before school starts. (There may be a need for 2 sprays during these holidays) The main purpose is to aid the mowing contractor.

2. Spray is kept at the school and is locked in the chemical shed. Access to this shed is through the Principal.
3. Areas to be sprayed:-

· All boundaries  -  a decent width is needed along all fences for the hand mower

· Around all trees

·  All court areas and concrete paths

· Under swings and metal bars to edge of black safety matting

· Front fence line (Outside) where cars park

· In playground pit

· Under trees in native area 
· Edges of gardens, playgrounds, goalposts, etc for mowing purposes

· In gardens as appropriate.
4. Spraying is to be completed by mowing contractor and paid on an hourly basis if required, or by parents at a Working Bee 
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
